Calculator:

You will require the use of a graphing calculator for this course. Any of the following models are great: TI-83 or 83+, TI-84 or 84+. International students may rent a calculator from the school. Calculators can be purchased at most stationary stores (Staples, etc.) or are often available used on websites such as Craigslist.
Resources: I recommend a coil notebook with graph paper for homework completion. You should also have the following with you every class; paper, pencil, an eraser, calculator, a ruler and your textbook. 
Some specific Mrs. Baldwin rules…

Lates:
